
Each of the Purple, Arc Latin and Terres en Villes 
networks sent the European Commission their position 
about the Green Paper on Territorial Cohesion. As the 
inter-network’s seminar did not take place, this docu-
ment was the occasion to debate on their respective 
point of views.

In the mid-time, the Arco Latino chose to change its func-
tioning. The General Assembly, that took place in Turino 
on February, the 20th, decided to extend its network to all 
Mediterranean states. It was also decided to create four 
speci�c committees: social cohesion, territorial cohesion, 
economic cohesion, Mediterranean cooperation. Eliane 
Giraud for Purple and Serge Bonnefoy for Terres en Villes 
attended this General Assembly. The inter-network the-
mes are from now the concern of the territorial cohesion 
committee lead by the General Council of Aude (France).
